The scheme provides for a contribution by a legal practitioner or a firm of legal practitioners (including a Company Practitioner) in respect of each registered Conveyancer employed by that practitioner whether or not his or her name appears on the firm's letterhead.  The amount of the contribution for the 12 months to 30 June 2014 is $2,640.00 (inclusive of $240.00 GST) and will be adjusted on a daily pro-rata basis if employment commences after 1 July 2013.

A separate form must be completed for each licensed Conveyancer.

I acknowledge that:

(a)

if the licensed conveyancer ceases to be exempt (whether by reason of the performance of conveyancers duties or otherwise) the employer must within 14 days of that cessation:

give notice in writing to the Law Society of that fact and the date of cessation



(ii)
file a statutory declaration with the Law Society in respect of the period of exemption;

(b)

if the licensed conveyancer is exempt for the whole year a statutory declaration must be lodged within one month of the end of the period of insurance.
